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BY-LAWS OF THE HUNTSVILLE PHOTOGRAPHIC SOCIETY

ARTICLE I

NAME

This organization shall be known as The Huntsville Photographic Society.

ARTICLE II

AIMS AND PURPOSE

The aims and purpose of the Society shall be:

      1. The enjoyment, mastery, and furtherance of photography as an art,

communication media, and recreational activity through cooperation, effort,

and good fellowship.

      2. Assisting the other member organizations of the Arts Council of

Huntsville by photographing, developing and printing publicity photos and

others required by these member organizations, on an expense reimbursable

basis, and as resources are available.

ARTICLE III

MEETINGS

     1. Regular meetings of the Society shall have place, date, and time

stipulated by the HPS Board of Directors.

     2. Official meetings of the Society and the HPS Board of Directors shall

be conducted in accordance with Roberts' "Rules of Order".

ARTICLE IV

MEMBERSHIP

     1. Any person seriously interested in photography may apply for

membership. They may sign up at any meeting.  Applications shall be approved by the Board of Directors.

     2. Membership of any person may be suspended, when sufficient reason

exists, by action of the club HPS Board of Directors. The suspended member

shall have the right to appeal suspension, in which case the action of the

HPS Board of Directors shall be upheld or rescinded by a majority vote of the

membership.

     3. Membership in the Society constitutes a family membership; balloting

shall be one vote per attending member, with a maximum of two votes per

family.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

The following officers shall be elected by the membership:

ARTICLE VI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

      1. Chairmen of standing committees shall be appointed by the

President with the approval of the HPS Board of Directors, except as otherwise

provided in these by-laws.

      2. Special committees may be appointed by the President as required,

and discharged by him when they have completed their assignment.

ARTICLE VIII

DUTIES OF COMMITTEES

     1. The activities of Society committees shall be determined by the

HPS Board of Directors. The activities decided upon shall thereafter be

carried out by the committee chairmen and the members of the respective

committees.

     2. Standing committee chairmen shall prepare reports of activities

and progress periodically for presentation to the Board of Directors or

to the membership.

ARTICLE IX

HPS Board of Directors.
The management of the Society shall be directed by the HPS Board of Directors
composed of the elected Society officers (Article V), the chairmen of

standing committees, and the past-President, ex-officio, who must be a

member in good standing. The HPS Board of Directors shall meet at least once

monthly to transact the business of the Society. Four members of the

Board shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of business.

ARTICLE X

FINANCE

1. The annual dues shall be $16.00 $20.00 per year. Subject to approval

of the HPS Board of Directors, dues may be prorated quarterly. [?]
     2. The fiscal year for the Society shall be from January 1 to

December 31.

     3. The annual budget will be submitted by the Board of Directors to

the membership for approval at the beginning of each fiscal year.

     4. Actual expenditures shall be within the established budget, and

shall be in accordance with procedures established by the Board of Directors

on an annual basis.

ARTICLE XI

ELECTIONS

     1. Election of Society officers shall be held annually during October.

The President shall appoint a Nominating Committee composed of three members not on the HPS Board of Directors. This committee will prepare a single slate of officers and obtain agreement from the nominees to serve if elected. The chairman shall present the slate at a regular Society meeting. All members must be notified of the planned election at least two weeks prior to the

meeting. Additional nominations may be made from the floor. A written

ballot shall be taken if necessary.

     2. No officer shall be elected to serve in the same post for more than two consecutive terms.

     3. Vacancies in Society offices shall be filled by appointment by

the President, subject to approval of the HPS Board of Directors. Vacancy in

the President's office shall be filled by the Vice-President.

ARTICLE XII

CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

A quorum of the membership for the purpose of conducting Society business

shall consist of one-third of the membership in good standing. A simple

majority of members present and voting is required for acceptance of any

action.

ARTICLE XIII

RULES FOR PHOTOGRAPHIC JUDGING

Judging is open to members in good standing, and will be conducted in

accordance with the rules established annually by the HPS Board Exhibition Committee.

ARTICLE XIV

AMENDMENTS

Amendments to these by-laws may be proposed in writing by any member of the

Society to the HPS Board of Directors. The HPS Board of Directors shall review the proposed amendment and submit it to the membership for a vote.
